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Course Summary:
Through the study of World History, students will acquire the skills and knowledge necessary to become responsible and effective citizens in an interdependent world! Students will develop relevant understandings of current world issues and relate them to their historical, political, economic, geographical and cultural contexts. As students examine the historical roots of significant events, ideas and movements, they encounter the contributions of civilizations of the past and societies around the world. Students will broaden their historical perspectives as they explore ways societies have dealt with continuity and change, exemplified by concepts such as civilization, revolution, government, economics, war, stability, movement, and technology. The course serves as the foundation for future Social Studies classes.  The goals and objectives are drawn from disciplines of research, investigation, and historical documents.
The course is organized into 8 concept-based units of study that directly correlate to the World History North Carolina Essential Standards. Our units are: Ancient Civilizations, Middle Ages, Renaissance and Reformation, Exploration, Age of Revolution, Nationalism/Imperialism, and Global Wars/Modern Era. 
Essential Standards:
1. Apply historical thinking skills to understand the creation and development of societies/ civilizations/nations over time. 

2. Analyze ancient civilizations and empires in terms of their development, growth, and lasting impact.

3. Understand how conflict and innovation influenced political, religious, economic, and social change in medieval civilizations. 

4. Analyze the political, economic, social, and cultural factors that lead to the development of the first age of global interaction. 

5. Analyze exploration and expansion in terms of its motivations and impact.

6. Understand the Age of Revolutions and Rebellions.

7. Understand how national, regional, and ethnic interests have contributed to the conflict among groups and nations in the modern era.

8. Analyze global interdependence and shifts in power in terms of political, economic, social, and environmental changes and conflicts since the last half of the twentieth century

Student Expectations:
1. Students will contribute positively to the classroom community and learning environment.
2. Students will demonstrate respect to the teacher, classmates, and all school property. 

3. Students will take responsibility for their own learning. (Be prepared for class, complete your own work, make up work) 

Discipline Ladder:
